Bucuresti, 27 septembrie 2019: AmCham Romania saluta promovarea Romaniei la statutul de piata
emergenta de catre FTSE Russell, liderul mondial de clasificare a indicilor bursieri, cu ocazia publicarii
Raportului Anual de Clasificare a Pietelor de Capital Nationale in data de 26 septembrie 2019.
Promovarea pietei de capital locale din categoria pietelor de frontiera in cea a pietelor emergente a
reprezentat timp de mai multi ani un obiectiv strategic pentru Romania si a beneficiat de sustinerea
nepartizana tuturor reprezentantilor mediului de afaceri si decidentilor depotriva.

Calificarea Romaniei pentru statutul de piatd emergentd, dupa o perioada de trei ani de monitorizare,
este un semnal pozitiv pentru investitori si o dovada a progresului pietei de capital locale la care
AmCham Romania a contribuit activ in cadrul eforturilor comune de crestere a calitatii infrastructurii si
cadrului de reglementare aferent.

"Este un moment istoric pentru piata de capital din Romdnia precum si un succes pentru imaginea si
credibilitatea Romdniei. As dori sd multumesc public tuturor membrilor AmCham Romania care au
sustinut cu perseverentd acest obiectiv comun. Folosesc aceastd ocazie pentru a felicita Bursa de Valori
Bucuresti pentru efortul sustinut de-a lungul acestui proces, si s multumesc responsabililor din zona
publicd, autoritatilor de reglementare implicate, pentru cd au inteles importanta acestui obiectiv, rolul
pietelor de capital pentru finantarea afacerilor si au fost deschisi la recomanddrile pe care le-am oferit in
cadrul consultdrilor.

FTSE Russell revizuieste anual clasificarea tarilor in cele patru categorii — piete de capital dezvoltate,
piete de capital emergente avansate, piete de capital emergente secundare, si piete de capital de
frontiera, prin analizarea a 21 de criterii care urmaresc cadrul de reglementare, custodia si decontarea,
cadrul de tranzactionare, operatiunile cu derivative.

Bucharest, September 27, 2019: AmCham Romania welcomes Romania’s upgrade to emerging market
status by FTSE Russell, the global index provider, on the occasion of 2019 FTSE Annual Country
Classification Review, released on September 26.

The local capital market upgrade from frontier to emerging market has represented for many years not
a strategic objective for Romania and has benefited from a broad support from the business community
and relevant authorities alike.
