Bucuresti, 1 octombrie 2079: AmCham Romania a adus in atentia principalilor decidenti din domeniul
sanatatii nevoia de accelerare a procesului de digitalizare a sistemului de sanatate, acesta fiind un pilon
estential pentru cresterea eficientei, performantei si transparentei asistentei medicale.

Conferinta “"Sanatatea in societatea digitala” organizatda de AmCham Romania cu sprijinul Ambasadei
SUA la Bucuresti a reunit in data de 23 septembrie 2019 reprezentati ai autoritatilor centrale, precum
comisiile de sanatate din Parlamentul Romaniei, Ministerul Sanatatii, Ministerul Finantelor Publice, Casa
Nationala de Asigurari de Sanatate, Agentia Nationald a Medicamentului si a Dispozitivelor Medicale
din Romania, Autoritatea Nationala de Management al Calitatii in Sanatate, experti din partea Digital
Europe si European Connected Health Alliance, alaturi de membri AmCham Romania ce activeaza in
domeniul sanatatii.

"Societatea digitald si informatizarea sistemelor publice fac parte din obiectivele centrale ale AmCham, si
cu ocazia acestui eveniment am vrut sd aducem din nou in atentia decidentilor avantajele digitalizdrii in
domeniul sdnatdtii si recomanddrile sectorului privat in sprijinul acestui obiectiv comun. Experienta
statelor avansate in acest domeniu confirmd beneficiile informatizdrii in sdndtate, intre care as aminti
cresterea gradului de acces la servicii medicale si tratamente de calitate, evitarea cheltuielilor publice
inutile sau sprijinirea cercetdrii clinice” a declarat Mirela lordan, Membru in Consiliul Director al AmCham
Romania si lider al grupului de lucru AmCham dedicat domeniului sanatatii.

Recunoscand progresele inregistrate la nivel national in implementarea instrumentelor de e-sanatate,
au fost semnalate bariere la nivel de functionalitate si transparenta a datelor colectate pentru analiza
publica. Membrii AmCham au salutat proiectul Ministerului Sanatatii de dezvoltare a Agentiei Nationale
pentru Informatizarea Sanatatii si este de dorit ca aceasta sa fie implementata fara intarziere.

Recomandarile formulate de AmCham Romania in contextul acestui eveniment sunt fundamentate pe
o evaluare a stadiului actual de digitalizare in sanatate precum si pe directiile strategice stabilite la nivelul
Comisiei Europene pentru statele membre, care trebuie sa ghideze procesul de informatizare a asistentei
medicale si in Romania.

Astfel, in viziunea AmCham Romania, in perioada urmatoare, priortatile agendei de informatizare trebuie
sa includa (fara a se limita la):
= Asigurarea infrastructurii medicale si informatice necesare.
» Dezvoltarea si implementarea Strategiei Nationale eSanatate si a planului de actiune
dedicat in urmatoarea Strategie Nationala de Sanatate 2021-2027.
» Stabilirea unui calendar clar pentru constituirea Agentiei Nationale pentru Informatizarea
Sanatatii.
= Formularea si adoptarea unor reguli de bune practici si a unui cadru legislativ pentru
eSanatate: registre electronice; telemedicinag, teleradiologie, comunicare digitala.
» Dezvoltarea unui ecosistem de date interoperabil, de tip federal, care sa contribuie la
stabilirea costurilor in baza evidentelor (outcomes based evidence).
* Implementarea de instrumente informatice pentru sprijinirea asistentei medicale bazate pe
valoare si a colectarii de date din practica clinica (Real World Evidence): registre electronice
si noi scheme de acces facilitat.
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» Masuri de asigurare a securitatii datelor cu caracter personal colectate prin intermediul
sistemelor informatice in domeniul medical.

» Adoptarea cadrului legislativ care sa reglementeze posibilitatea de recompensare a
medicilor de familie pentru serviciile suplimentare de telemedicing, sa stabileasca
procedurile de lucru pentru rambursarea acestor servicii si sa implementeze semnatura
electronica pentru medicii care emit o a doua opinie medicala.

in sprijinul acestor recomandari AmCham Romania si-a exprimat deschiderea pentru participarea la
consultarile organizate de initiatorii publici si se angajeaza sa contribuie, inclusiv prin organizarea de
evenimente similare, la crearea unui spatiu de dialog continuu privind dezvoltarea si implementarea
Strategiei Nationale eSanatate si a instrumentelor digitale care pot contribui la imbunatatirea
performantei si sustenabilitatii sistemului de sanatate din Romania.

Digitalization can increase the healthcare system performance

Bucharest, October 1, 2019: In a dialogue with the main decision makers in health, AmCham Romania
emphasized the need for accelerating the digitalization of the health system in Romania, an essential
pillar for increasing the efficiency, performance and transparency of healthcare.

The "Health in the Digital Society" conference on September 23, 2019 organized by AmCham Romania
with the support of the US Embassy in Bucharest brought together representatives of the relevant
central authorities, such as the health commissions in the Romanian Parliament, the Ministry of Health,
the Ministry of Public Finance, the National Health Insurance House, the National Agency for Medicines
and Medical Devices, the National Authority of Quality Management in Health, experts from Digital
Europe and the European Connected Health Alliance, and members of the AmCham Romania in the
health care sector.

"Digital society and digitalization of the public systems are part of AmCham's central objectives, and with
this event we aimed to draw the decision-makers’ attention on the benefits of digitalization in health and
on the private sector’s recommendations towards reaching this shared objective. The experience of
advanced states in this field confirms the benefits of digitalization in health, of which | would only mention
increasing access to medical services and quality treatments, avoiding unnecessary public expenses or
supporting clinical research" said Mirela lordan, Member of the AmCham Romania Board of Directors
and Chair of the AmCham working group dedicated to health.

While acknowledging the progress made so far on a national level in implementing e-health
instruments, obstacles in their functionality or lack of transparency of the collected data, unavailable for
public analysis, were reported. AmCham Romania members welcomed the Ministry of Health project
to develop a National Agency for Health Digitalization and it is important that is implemented without
delay.

AmCham Romania recommendations advanced in the context of this event are based on an assessment
of the current state of digitalization in health as well as on the strategic directions established for
member states at the EU level, which should also guide the health digitalization process in Romania.

Thus, in AmCham'’s vision, the health digitalization priorities for the upcoming period should include
(without being limited to):

» Ensuring the necessary medical and digital infrastructure.

= Developing and implementing the National Strategy for eHealth and the related action plan as
part of the next National Health Strategy 2021-2027.

= Setting a clear calendar for the establishemt of the National Agency for Health Digitalization.

» Defining and adopting a set of best practices and a legislative framework for e-health: electronic
registries, tele-medicine, tele-radiology, digital communication.

» Building a federal-type, interoperable data ecosystem to contribute to outcomes based
evidence cost setting.

* Implemeting digital tools to support value based healthcare and data collection from clinical
practice (Real World Evidence): electronic registers and new schemes for facilitated access.

= Measures to ensure personal data protection for information collected through healthcare
digital systems.

= Adopting the proper legal framework to allow family physicians to be rewarded for the
additional telemedicine services, to establish the workflow procedures for reimbursing such
services and to effect the e-signature of the doctors issuing the second opinion.
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To support the implementation of such recommendations, AmCham Romania has expressed its
availability to participate in related consultations organized by the public stakeholders as well as its
commitment to contribute, including through organizing similar event, to creating a space for continued
dialogue on the development and implementation of the National Strategy for eHealth and of digital
tools that can lead to improving the performance and sustainability of the Romanian health system.
